Little is known of his early life, except that when 4 years old his mother died and he had rounded out a few months over a century since that event.

Documents and letters In the possession of the deceased bore out his claim to having been a centenarian. He was ever mindful of his extreme age and was very talkative before his last Illness In regard to his past life and condition of health. On such occasions his favorite remark was, "Men may come nnd men may go, but I go on forever." Then he would chuckle to himself much pleased.

He stated to those who attended him during his last Illness that since his coming to Oakland he had known children at the time of birth, peddled fruit to their parents when they were children, , noted their progress ns students and society lights, furnished oranges for their weddings, and in many Instances drove his ramshackle wagon by their grlef-strlcken honres after death had overtaken them, and watched as they bore the departed on»s to their graves.

Then, as he often opioned, he would go on serving fruits to the children of the generation he had seen live and die. All this and much more were the favorite themes of the old peddler who was of a philosophical turn of mind. His deductions Invariably were, that his own lot. humble though It was, had been a happy one and an enviable one.

Of late years his face had been especially familiar in East Oakland,where he vended his fruits regularly among customers that he had held for the better part of a lifetime. At 15, he began working as a bagger and loved playing pool with his friends after work.  From ages 16 to 18 he was a teacher in two isolated and impoverished communities in his state.  He joined this rural program after seeing a commercial, “You can better your tomorrow.”  He reflected that it was one of the happiest times of his life; he enjoyed teaching, often road donkeys, herded goats and spent time outside with his students.  His deep love of nature and generosity of spirit started early.

Soon after teaching, he began jewelry making and became a silverworker and artisan.  He did everything from Oaxacan filigree, to weaving, mounting stones, engraving and even mixed metal work.  His love of metal led him to become a passionate welder and forger for over 16 years.  Moreover, he was an active and proud union member of Shop Ironworkers Local 790.  In early 2020 he was deemed a Master Mechanic in California after finishing a four-year apprenticeship program.   It included blueprints, layout, welding code, structural, stairs, railing and ornamental.  At work he was called Cruz, as there was always another Luis, but never one like him.  He was a mentor and many viewed him as a master craftsman, particularly since he invented numerous tools.  Somehow, he even made time for his hobbies of mountain biking and photographing hawks, eagles and hummingbirds.  

In 2009, he married Meisha, with whom he shared a profound love for 18 years.  Their happenstance meeting was from the movies; they locked eyes on a cobblestone street in Oaxaca and their connection blossomed quickly.  They enjoyed many hikes admiring the hawks, cuddling up watching movies, prayers and ceremonies, nights out dancing and wonderful trips.  They also savored annual visits to see his family, who Luis loved immensely.  He was very close with his siblings and they adored and deeply respected him.  Luis genuinely admired his mother: a strong, dignified and deeply spiritual woman.  He honored her knowledge and was the only boy in the family that learned her tried and true tamale recipe.  He started a tradition in Meisha’s family of making tamales every April; a custom that remains, as he passed down his ancestral wisdom. 

Luis was proudly Mixtec, Oaxaqueño, Native American, Mexicano, and often studied about ancient Mexican lifeways.  His paternal grandparents spoke Mixtec; however, it was regretfully lost in his father’s generation.  In his 20’s he dreamed of starting an indigenous language institute in Oaxaca, which has at least 17 documented Native American languages.  In 2008, Luis joined Mixcoatl Anáhuac, a San Francisco based Aztec dance circle, which quickly became the focus of his spiritual life.  He frequently attended practices and danza (dance) ceremonies throughout the state with his danza sisters, brothers, aunts, uncles, nieces and nephews.  He was passionate about indigenous oral tradition and learning from his teachers and elders.  Not to mention, he created all of his danza regalia from scratch, which involved intricate sewing and feather work.  Luis was truly a talented artist and dedicated community member; in danza he was lovingly called Luisito.

Luis was a man of great integrity; for example, if he was going to bring flowers for the Day of the Dead altar he would bring hundreds of them, saying that it was important to truly honor the ancestors with an appropriate offering.  He learned integrity from his mother.  Luis is remembered as being gentle, kind, reliable, playful, talented, loving, humble, and grounded.  He listened deeply with his unforgettable presence and smile that always expressed his care and support.  Luis Iván, we deeply love you and miss you and, as you said, you will be flying in the blue sky as a hawk or an eagle. NEW YORK (CNS) — Franciscan Father James E. Goode, whose evangelizing work among Black Catholics became known throughout the United States and earned him the title “dean of Black Catholic preachers,” died in his sleep March 4 in New York. He was 81.

According to the Franciscan Province of the Immaculate Conception in Manhattan, Father Goode, who was a member of the province, had been seriously ill for some time. He most recently resided at Mary Manning Walsh Home in Manhattan.

When Father Goode preached at his first Black Catholic revival in 1974 in the Archdiocese of Chicago, it began a ministry that led to him preaching at more than 300 revivals and convocations throughout his lifetime.

At one point, Father Goode joined the Rev. Jesse Jackson as they preached during Black American Voices in Rome, an event sponsored by the Vatican and the city of Rome.

His evangelistic style was so respected and well known that he was featured in an episode of “60 Minutes.”

In 1989, Father Goode founded the National Day of Prayer for the African-American Family, which is celebrated on the first Sunday of Black History Month, which is observed in February.

Beyond his work within parish life, Father Goode was director for many years of Solid Ground Ministry at St. Clare Friary in Manhattan, a Franciscan ministry among Black families in New York. His role found him reaching out to homeless, poor and sick people, assisting people living with HIV and restoring hope to victims of violence, neglect and abuse through counseling.

The U.S. House of Representatives honored Father Goode in 2001 with a resolution that acknowledged his preaching ministry as well has work for social justice and peace and support for Black families.

Born Nov. 18, 1940, in Roanoke, Va., Father Goode was adopted by Robert and Lula Young at 3 months of age. He attended Roanoke Catholic High School and then enlisted in the U.S. Air Force.

Afterward, he attended Holy Apostles Seminary in Connecticut and later was admitted into the formation program of the Franciscan Province of the Immaculate Conception in Troy, New York. He studied theology at St. Anthony-on-the-Hudson Seminary in Rensselaer, N.Y. He professed solemn vows as a Franciscan in 1973.

Father Goode was ordained May 13, 1972, at St. Anthony of Padua Church in Manhattan, becoming the first Black Catholic priest from Roanoke. His first assignment was as a faculty member at Serra High School in McKeesport, Pa. Later he served as pastor of St. Paul of the Shipwreck Parish in San Francisco.

He was the founding pastor of the Faith Community of Black Catholics at Our Lady of Charity Parish in the Diocese of Brooklyn, N.Y. Under his leadership he helped build the declining parish into a vibrant Black Catholic faith community that became a model for Black Catholic worship, education, community outreach and ecumenism.

Father Goode was the first chairman of the Office of Black Ministry in the Diocese of Brooklyn. He also served as president of the National Black Catholic Clergy Caucus. He also founded and was president of the National Black Catholic Apostolate for Life.

Beyond his work within the Catholic Church, Father Goode was involved as a community leader. He served as an elected member of the New York City Community School Board in District 16 for two terms.

While in San Francisco, Father Goode served as president of the San Francisco Housing Authority Commission. He also led the first San Francisco Mayor’s Task Force on Drug Addiction and was appointed to the city’s Commission for Children, Youth and Families and Delinquency Prevention Commission, as well as the San Francisco AIDS Council.

In addition to a bachelor’s degree in philosophy and master’s degrees in divinity and theology, he held a master’s degree in psychology from the College of St. Rose in Albany, N.Y., and a doctorate in psychology from Union Graduate School in Schenectady, N.Y.

A funeral Mass was scheduled to be celebrated March 12 at St. Anthony of Padua Church in New York. Burial will be in Roanoke.

An outspoken critic of male dominance in the tech world, Ms. Borg shattered the "silicon ceiling" herself by earning a doctorate in computer science from New York University and working at Digital Equipment Co. and the Xerox PARC lab, now known simply as PARC. Then she encouraged other women to get into the field. In 1987, she created Systers, an online community for women in the technology business, which now has 2,500 members in 38 countries. She started an annual technical conference for women in computing, and in 1997 she founded the Institute for Women and Technology on the PARC campus. The institute, now based at HP Labs in Palo Alto, works with universities all over the country to design prototypes for high-tech products that women -- including women who don't work in technology -- might want. One project at Santa Clara University gathered suggestions from residents of a shelter for abused women."The industry owes Anita -- the woman, the pioneer, the scientist, the entrepreneur -- a debt of gratitude," said Carly Fiorina, chairwoman and CEO of Hewlett-Packard Co. "She was a true leader and like all true leaders, she enabled others." Ms. Borg's goal was not just to bring women into the design process but also to bring in people from all walks of life, something she called the "democratization" of technology development. But she believed technology that took into account the needs of ordinary people would be especially attractive to women. "The more technology we create that has social relevance, the more women will naturally come to the field," said Telle Whitney, president and CEO of the Institute for Women and Technology, summing up her friend and colleague's viewpoint. Ms. Borg was appointed by President Bill Clinton to the Commission on the Advancement of Women and Minorities in Science, Engineering, and Technology. In 2002, she won the $250,000 Heinz Award for Technology, the Economy and Employment. Friends recalled Ms. Borg as a bold woman in both her professional and personal life. She liked to wear a T-shirt that declared, "Well-Behaved Women Rarely Make History." She flew planes, hiked the Sierra and delighted in driving a Porsche Boxster.

Whitney accompanied Ms. Borg on her first solo flight in a small plane, heading for Mendocino County. Ms. Borg was especially proud that a 747 had to grant her the right-of-way as she flew over San Francisco, Whitney said. Ms. Borg used that same steely nerve when gathering support for the Institute for Women and Technology, said John Seely Brown, former director of Xerox PARC. "Everybody says, 'That's an important topic, but it's not on my agenda right now,' " Brown said. Yet Ms. Borg eventually signed on Hewlett-Packard, Sun Microsystems Inc., Microsoft Corp. and other corporations as sponsors, and recruited a board of trustees that included the deans of engineering at Princeton University and UC Berkeley. Ms. Borg married Dr. Winfried Wilcke, also a pilot, in 2000. The couple wed three days after Ms. Borg was diagnosed with cancer so that Wilcke could be with her during treatment and legally make decisions regarding her health, Whitney said.

Ms. Borg was active in running the Institute for Women and Technology until November, when she became too ill, Whitney said.

During her illness Ms. Borg received hundreds of cards from female engineers and scientists who said she made them feel less alone in what is still overwhelmingly a male profession. Students found her "empowering," said James Koch, director of the Santa Clara University Center for Science, Technology and Society. "She had a way of nurturing people by her steadfast commitment to her larger vision." Ms. Borg died at the Sonoma home of her mother, Beverly Naffz, who survives her. She is also survived by Wilcke, of Los Altos Hills, and her sister, Lee Naffz of Leavenworth, Wash.

Carmela Vel la Benedetto, lifelong resident of Sonoma Valley, widow of the late Rocco (Rock) Benedetto and former proprietor of Vel la's Creamery (now Burgers and Vine), passed away Friday, September 19. Born in O akland on September 4, 1920, she was 94 years old. Carm, as she was known by her many local friends, was the daughter of Joseph and Rose (Sutter) Vella, who were founder-partners of the original Sonoma Chee s e Company. She was also the sister of Loretta Vella.She attended Sonoma Grammar School (now Sonoma Community Center) and Sonoma Valley High School. She and Rocco were high school sweethearts and married in 1940. Rocco was a superb baseball player for Sonoma's t own t eam, a nd C arm w as active in many community affairs, especially during World War II, when Rocco served as an infantryman in the South Pacific. For nearly three decades, Carm and Rock ran the Creamery (across from the Mission), which had been built by Carm's father, Joseph Vella. Sonomans frequented the Creamery as much to share conversations with Carm and Rock as to have lunch or an afternoon snack.

Always welcoming and gregarious, Carmela was happiest when surrounded by people. She would reminisce about trips she took to Oregon with Rocco, tell anecdotes, listen enthusiastically to Jerry playing with musician friends, and expound on Sonoma history and lore. During that time, she was also one of the many "neighborhood moms" who collectively looked after not only their kids, but also their kids' playmates. Carm and Rock's son, Jerry, and I were best buddies. There was always a group of neighborhood kids playing ball in the Benedettos' backyard. Carm fed us and tolerated al l of our rowdy behavior. Carm was like a close aunt to me. She and my mom, Jean Lynch, were good friends and high school classmates. When Jerry and I weren't playing at his house or mine, we would go down to the Creamery and persuade Carm to make us hambu r ge r s. She always said yes. I remember her being incredibly patient and generous. While she worked hard at the Creamery, she was also a dedicated mother who clearly liked kids. The Creamery was also the favorite lunch and afternoon snack hangout for many Sonomans, especially those who worked on or near the Plaza. Carm had an encyclopedic memory when it came to old Sonoma families, including their children's names. She outlived almost all of them. Carmela Benedetto was truly a daughter of old Sonoma and, sadly, nearly the last of her generation. I still carry fond memories in my heart of those wonderful years when Jerry and I were kids and she took such loving care of us. Services will be held today for Gaetano "Tom" Vella, who pioneered Italian-style cheeses in the West more than 60 years ago. Mr. Vella died last week in his Sonoma home at age 100.

Mr. Vella helped create the cheese industry in Northern California and southern Oregon. At one point, he was running six factories and a distribution warehouse in San Francisco.

Mr. Vella was born in Comitni, Sicily, and emigrated to the Sonoma Valley in 1922 to join his older brother.

An entrepreneur, he opened his Vella Cheese Co. in Sonoma in the 1930s and Rogue River Valley Creamery in Central Point, Ore., in 1935, where cheese was manufactured for Borden, Kraft and other companies. For more than 50 years, he commuted every two weeks between the plants. In the late 1950s, his Oregon Blue was the only blue cheese brand made west of the Rocky Mountains.

He recruited cheesemakers from Europe and frequently returned to Italy with his wife, Zolita M. Vella. His last trip to Italy was made at age 92.

In addition to being a cheesemaker, he was a financier who developed a bank mortgage system that encouraged farmers to buy cows and make payments from milk production.

He was a patriarch of a well- known Sonoma family and a prominent member of the community. His son, Ignazio, was a county supervisor from 1964 to 1975 and head of the Sonoma County Fair from 1975 to 1982.

Ignazio Vella, 70, said he and his sisters recalled their father's instincts for business. On the last day of his life, Mr. Vella called the Oregon manager as a reminder to "give all the boys their Christmas bonuses."

"We all said, 'that was my Pa,' " Ignazio Vella said, describing his father as a loving man who raised a family of individualists. "He vacillated, like a lot of Italian males, between being very stern and liberal. My mother would always say, 'It depends on your father and which way the wind was blowing.' You steered clear of Pa when he had to make income-tax payments."

Mr. Vella had a long list of civic activities, including raising donations for a fountain that graces the southeast side of the Sonoma Plaza. His family said Mr. Vella hauled the fountain in his pickup from San Francisco, where it was designed by a close friend working at the famous Minutoli firm, to its spot on the plaza.

He was a charter member of the San Francisco II Cenacolo, an Italian men's cultural organization, and a member of the Italian Club in Sonoma.

Along with his wife and son, he is survived by three daughters, Carmela Jacobsen, Maria Vella and Zolita Vella; seven grandchildren; and six great-grandchildren.

A funeral Mass will be celebrated at 10:30 a.m. today at St. Francis Solano Church in Sonoma.

Ignazio "Ig" Vella, who helped pioneer California's artisan cheese movement died at his home in Sonoma on Thursday. He was 82.

The Sonoma cheese maker grew up in the dairy industry, riding along delivery routes with his father, Gaetano "Tom" Vella, in their Model A truck.

He took over the family business, which included Sonoma's Vella Cheese Co. and Oregon's Rogue Creamery, in the early 1980s, emphasizing local dairies and small-production artisan cheeses. He went on to produce some of the nation's most acclaimed dry Monterey Jack cheese, and in 2006 was the first recipient of the American Cheese Society's Lifetime Achievement Award.

"He's the godfather of the American artisan cheese movement," said David Gremmels, who bought Rogue Creamery from Mr. Vella on a handshake deal in 2002.

"He was committed to moving our industry forward and developing future leaders."

Mr. Vella's family, now in its fourth generation of cheese makers, remembered him as a leader who did things on his own terms. A former Sonoma County supervisor and manager of the Sonoma County Fair, Mr. Vella also loved to collect and repair old clocks and watches.

"He always instilled in us to live by what you believe in, and that's what he did," said his daughter Chickie.

Mr. Vella is survived by his wife, Sally; daughters Ditty and Chickie; son Thomas; six grandchildren; and one great-grandchild. Another daughter, Sara, died in 1992. A memorial service will be held at St. Francis Solano Church in Sonoma on Friday at 11 a.m.

Often times I would come home to either something newly painted or he built the sturdiest rafter in the garage that could probably hold a car. He loved projects and helping my sister and I. It was fun for him and he’d make them with love. Birdhouses were something we all have in our backyards because nannu wanted to make sure all the birds had a place to lay their eggs. In my eyes, my dad could build and fix anything. Before smart phones and GPS, my dad was my map when I was in San Francisco. Because he worked in the City for the majority of my life, he knew all the streets, alleys and short cuts. I would pull over to a pay phone to call him to tell him that I was lost again. His immediate response would be, “Ok no problem. Just tell me what street you’re on.” He would always know where I was and knew exactly how to get to wherever I was trying to get to. My dad was never a huggy and kissy kind of guy. He never was the type to verbalize his love for you, but boy can you feel his love from 10 miles away. He didn’t need to tell us he loved us because he showed it daily and consistently. He loved his family so much. His love for my mom was always obvious. Being married for almost 52 years, they were really a part of each other’s lives. He loved and cared for his sisters and brother. He would always share stories of when they all grew up together in Malta, and then immigrated to America. He loved his nephews and nieces and was always so happy to see them.
